Eligibility for Awards

You must be an ASMR member or have applied for membership by 30th of May 2021 to be considered for any of the awards (online applications here: https://asmr.org.au/membership/how-to-join/)
1. Alan Skyring Memorial Award: Finalists will be expected to give an ORAL presentation. You must be a Mid-Career Researcher (5-12 years post-PhD). A TWO page CV, including publications, awards received and contributions to the community as well as a supporting statement should be provided on abstract submission. Applicants not adhering to these guidelines will NOT be considered for this award. Winner will receive a $1000 prize. 
2. PhD 8 min presentation award: Open to PhD students who are ASMR members. Winner will receive a $250 prize.
3. PhD 3 min presentation award: Open to PhD students who are ASMR members. Winner will receive a $200 prize.

4. Early Career Researcher 8 min Presentation Award: Open to Early Career Researchers (within 5 years of receiving their PhD) who are ASMR members.  Winner will receive a $250 prize. 
5. Early Career Researcher 3 min Presentation Award: Open to Early Career Researchers (within 5 years of receiving their PhD) who are ASMR members.  Winner will receive a $200 prize. 
6. PhD Poster Presentation Award: Open to PhD students who are ASMR members. Winner will receive a $150 prize.
7. Early Career Researcher Poster Presentation Award: Open to Early Career Researchers (within 5 years of receiving their PhD) who are ASMR members. Winner will receive a $150 prize.

Awards will be judged by a panel of Senior Scientists for the clarity of presentation, the quality of data, relevance to hypothesis and demonstration of understanding of the importance to health.

· Font to be used is Arial 11 pt, with 1.15 line spacing.
· The title of the abstract is limited to 20 words. Titles longer than 20 words will be truncated.
· Author names should be under the title, with the name of the presenting author underlined
· Affiliations should be under the author names.
· Affiliations should be listed in the order of “Department, Institute, City, State and Country
· Abstract is limited to 300 words (not including title, authors, affiliations and keywords). 

· Abstracts longer than 300 words will be truncated
· Please also include 5 keywords describing your research

· Files should be saved as a Word document with the first author’s last name, first initial and presentation preference separated by underscores as the file name, e.g. Smith_J_Poster.doc

Alan Skyring Memorial Award

Information for Applicants
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In 1960, after spending 2 years in the United States, Dr Alan Skyring and Dr Barry Firkin arrived back in Australia to take up the positions of Director of Gastroenterology and Director of the Clinical Research Unit, respectively, at the Royal Prince Alfred Hospital in Camperdown. At the time, both felt existing societies in Australia were inadequate for the growing needs of health and medical researchers. Thus, influenced by their time in America, they followed the example of the American Federation for Clinical Research (which showcased multidisciplinary research and fostered young investigators) and formed the Australian Society for Medical Research (ASMR) in 1961. Barry Firkin became the first President of the ASMR, while Alan Skyring became the first Secretary/Treasurer. In its first year, Dr Skyring was tasked with raising money, organising the first Annual General Meeting and publishing the Journal titled “Medical Research”. The following year, in 1962, Skyring succeeded Firkin as the second President of the ASMR.
The Alan Skyring Memorial Award was proposed by the members of the ASMR New South Wales Committee in December 2018 after Dr Skyring passed away at the age of 92. The award is in recognition of Dr Skyring’s significant contributions to health and medicine and the ASMR. The Award will be presented annually to a mid-career investigator for the most outstanding presentation at the ASMR NSW Annual Scientific Meeting during ASMR Medical Research Week®. 
To nominate for the award, please follow the instructions to authors, using the template provided on the following pages for the Abstract, CV, and supporting statement. Applications will be scored by independent assessors relative to opportunity based on the following criteria: 

· Quality of the abstract

· CV (MUST USE THE CV TEMPLATE BELOW, include information from the last 10 years)

· Significance, context and impact of your work to health and medicine and influence on field
Three finalists will be selected to give an 8-minute presentation (pre-recorded via Zoom) followed by online Q & A to a general scientific audience at the ASMR NSW 2020 Annual Scientific Meeting. All other abstracts will be considered for Zoom talk or Poster presentations.
